A Pipeline Emergency Could Be The Following:






2.  Operator crews either mark there underground facilities or tell the 












     excavator they have no lines in the area.
· A weakened or damaged pipeline

· A fire or explosion at or near a pipeline or related facility




3.  On arrival, the underground facilities are identified for the excavator
· A ruptured or leaking pipeline

How To Recognize A Pipeline Emergency:











•    Unless you are a professional, do not use excavation equipment in your yard.

Look:
     A dense fog or white cloud. Bubbling water and creeks


     Do your digging with hand tools, or enlist the assistance of a professional.
                                 or blowing dust and discolored vegetation .


Smell:
     Notice a strange smell, a petroleum odor, or a rotten egg smell.

•    If excavating, ditching, trenching, drilling, or blasting activity is to be done 

Sound:
      If you hear a whistling, hissing, or roaring noise.

· Immediately leave the area in an upwind direction




       SIMPLE RULES FOR NATURAL GAS SAFETY
· Avoid making contact with any leaking vapor or liquid

· Only if it is possible, turn off any equipment being used near the leak.

Use your senses to detect the signals of a possible leak – look-smell- 
Abandon the equipment and leave the area
